In the month of April we normally encounter many rains and storms.  The continuous 

reminders of the Lord’s faithfulness are all around us.

Strengthening Churches: 

 Bro. Steve continues to strengthen and edify various churches by providing direction, 

documents, and biblical guidance as specific needs arise.

Bro. Steve continues assisting local churches in tailoring their policies and procedures for their 

own local congregations according to biblical patterns.

Supporting Pastors:

Contacts have been made with pastors in eight states to 

provide encouragement, edification, and ministry enhancement.  One church has modified their 

schedule to better accommodate members and visitors.  Another church will be exploring 

changes to their education program to reach a different audience.  Another church begun 

resolving membership concerns.  These outcomes are only possible as the result of candid 

conversations, drawing on past experiences, and mutual trust built through common salvation 

and faith.   

 

Weekly Bible Study 

Bro. Steve continues the regular weekly Tuesday night Bible study.  We have begun a 

sequential expository study through the Epistle of 1 John, praying this will confirm the salvation 

of some, and stir others to genuine salvation.  We continue reaching out to a family who has 

shown interest in attending, but is prevented due to family matters.  We have recently learned a 

church in the area has begun a meeting on the same night and same time.  This has drawn away 
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some that were attending our study and seemed to be benefitting.  We pray the Lord will return 

these, and even grow our small group.  Please pray for the ongoing study, and for wisdom in 

presenting Bible truth.
