We will
be home for a total of 7 days, and are scheduled to preach
at three (3) separate churches in west and central KY.
The July schedule is similar: we’ll be meeting with a
couple of churches for ongoing support, and a couple of
supporting churches. In between, a weekend conference
in east Kentucky, a mid-week conference in West
Virginia, and a week of family camp in the mountains of
Kentucky.

We constantly remind ourselves that we make plans and
schedule our itinerary, but we must fully submit to the
Lord’s guidance.
